I. Relevance of the problem

The relevance of the problems of the dissertation results from the complex and
multifaceted processes taking place in the agriculture of the Republic of Bulgaria. Bulgaria after
the macrosocial transformation in the 1990s and the country's membership in the European
Union, a product of political decisions aimed at the direction and normal functioning of the
economic system of agriculture in the conditions of the increased need for the conservation of

land resources and natural factors as part of the living environment of the individual and society.

IL. Purpose, objectives and methods of research (hypotheses of the dissertation)

The dissertation research aims to develop its own conceptual model of macrosocial
transformation in the Republic of Bulgaria, in which the model will accurately distinguish its
manifestations in the economic, political and socio-cultural spheres, as well as in the quality of
the living environment. The achievement of this goal is pursued successively in the different
parts of the dissertation, by solving a number of tasks having theoretical, research and scientific-
applied orientation.

The dissertation defends the thesis that the interrelated influences of politics, economic
activity and the living environment of man and society within the national macrosocial
transformation, leads to a significant change in the economic system of Bulgarian agriculture.

This thesis is defended by means of a critical evaluation of a number of theoretical formulations




and concepts, of normative and legislative interpretations and of own research. For this purpose,
well-known and generally accepted methods, with their constituent components, as well as

results of empirical sociological research are used.

I11. Visual presentation and interpretation of the obtained results.

References

The dissertation research begins with a critical evaluation and intefpretation of the
theoretical views and propositions about the resources and behaviour of economic agents and
the conclusion that social interaction must be combined with the attitudes, actions and motivation
of the subjects in agriculture.

The nature and peculiarities of macrosocial transformation in Bulgaria and its
agriculture are examined against the background of analogous changes in Eastern European
countries. The focus here is on those circumstances and sectoral changes in the sector imposed
by the country's membership in the European Union and the Common Agricultural Policy.

The potential and opportunities for the development of the sector within the framework
of the Common Agricultural Policy are highlighted against the background of state governance,
organic production and social interaction.

A wide range of literature sources, legal and normative basis and rich factual and
numerical material have been used for the completed dissertation research. The research itself

and its results are ably presented by a wealth of tabular and graphical material.

IV. Contributions of the dissertation.

Careful insight into the essence of the research allows to highlight the main
contributions of the dissertant, having scientific and fundamental and scientific and applied
character:

1. The scientific and review analysis of agriculture after the macrosocial transformation and
in its multifaceted and multi-significant frameworks.

2. The highlighted profound changes in the economic system of agricultural production in
the light of its growing importance for the food security and employment of the country's
population and the increased need to protect its living environment.

3. The author's successful adaptation of the social interaction model to highlight the inherent
opportunities of agriculture in the context of large-scale macrosocial transformation.

4. The highlighted changes in the economic structure of agriculture, a product of the

political changes in the country and the requirements especially of the European Union's

Single Agrarian Policy and the division of agricultural labor within the European
Economic Community.

5. The established imbalances in national agriculture, a product of Union regulations in the
sector.

6. The results of empirical sociological studies on the attitudes of national farmers.

7. Significant problems in farmers' interactions with administrative authorities, as indicated
by economic and social practice.

8. Significant recommendations made for changes and improvements to a range of national

and European Union practices.
